When people discovered how to get metals out of rocks, @ metal caled
bronce replaced stone as the best materal for making tools.

Peaple were able to build
bettr farming equipment and they also began to make bronze weapons and
jewellery. When people died, they were buried with their most important
possessions. Many of these burial objecs have now been discovered and they
help historians to know more about what Ife was like during the Bronze

Age.

Inthe Iron Age, a metal called iron replaced bronze as the main materia for
making tools and weapors. Pecplelved in wribes and they were oten at war
wih each other.

In the early Stone Age, which we call
the Paleolithic, people were hunters
and they found food by roaming from.

place to place in difierent seasons.

The middle Stone Age, called the
Mesolithic, began at a time when sea
level rose and Britain became an
island (before this time Brizain was
joined to the mainland of Eurape).
During the Mesolthic period, tools
ware developed to become smallar and
finer. The invention of canoes meant
that people were better able to hunt for
fish as well as animals.

In thelate Stone Age, which i called
the Neolhic, the way people lved
changed a I because they began to
seele into forming vilages instead of
moving from place o place. People
stated to ook afer animals and grow
their own crops.
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
