	Key Vocabulary

	line
	 A line is an identifiable path created by a point moving in space. It is one-dimensional and can vary in width, direction, and length. Lines often define the edges of a form. Lines can be horizontal, vertical, or diagonal, straight or curved, thick or thin.

	texture
	Artists use texture to add depth, interest or balance to different areas of their drawing.  It gives the illusion of a textured surface created through changes in mark making. 

	tone
	Tone describes the lightness or darkness of an object that is drawn. 

	shape
	Shape is a flat area surrounded by edges or an outline. Artists use all kinds of shapes. Geometric shapes are precise and regular, like squares, rectangles, and triangles. ... Biomorphic shapes are often rounded and irregular, unlike most geometric shapes.

	Charcoal
	Black crumbly material made of carbon, often used for sketching and under-drawing for paintings.  Charcoal smudges easily.
