[image: ]Tardebigge Locks is the longest flight of locks in the UK, made up of 30 narrow locks on a 2 and a quarter mile stretch (3.6km) of the Worcester to Birmingham Canal at Tardebigge, Worcestershire.  It raises the waterway 67m and lies between the Tardebigge Tunnel (530 metres long) to the North and the Stoke Prior flight of six narrow locks to the South.
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The Worcester and Birmingham Canal is a canal linking Birmingham and
Worcester in England. It starts in Worcester. as an ‘offshoot of the River Sevemn
(just after the river lock) and ends in Gas Street Basin in Birmingham.
