 The English Civil War began in 1642.
The soldiers who fought for Parliament were nicknamed ‘The Roundheads’ due to their short hair.  Those who fought for the King were called ‘The Cavaliers’ due to their flamboyant appearance.  The Roundheads were the more disciplined army and eventually won the war.
Parliament decided that they would execute Charles I in 1649.
Britain became a Commonwealth, ruled by Oliver Cromwell for nine years.
Charles II’s reign was peaceful.  He did not have any heirs.
James II was briefly King but people disliked him because he was Catholic.
In 1688 William and Mary became King and Queen and the Bill of Rights was written to ensure that no King or Queen could ever rule unfairly again.
Did you know? The city of Hereford supported Charles I.
